(passed on from a parent to a child
via a familial link or gene mutation)

In Australia, about 120,000 women
carry mutations in high risk.

For these women and their
families, breast cancer is a genetic
disease that strikes particularly
hard, often and early.

In some families, the exact
genetic cause of the disease
can be identified - for example a
mutation in BRCA1 or BRCAZ.
